Copies of Historic Letter and Gift Now On Display at RGA

Cave Couts was presented a beaded shot pouch, pipe and tobacco by a Cherokee watrrior,
Tucquo in 1846. The original letter and shot pouch are now housed at the Museum of the
Cherokee Indian in North Carolina, however RGA now has a copy of the letter and a photo-
graph of the shot pouch on display in Cav

Tahlequah, Cherokee Nation
April 20, 1846
Dear Sir:

Along with this note, | have the pleasure to send you a
beaded shot pouch, a pipe and a piece of tobacco. They
are a present from my friend Tucquo, a venerable man
who fought with General Andrew Jackson in the Creek
War, is a pensioner of the government on account of
wounds then received, and has in his possession a riffle
gun which was ordered to be made for him by President
Madison as a token of his regard for the heroism he dis-
played at the battle of Tehopeka.

The cause that induces the old warrior to make this pre-
sent is the correct and manly views you have publicly ex-
pressed in regard to the recent disturbances and to the
real character of the many desperate men who have fled
from this country on account of their crimes, but who en-
deavor to solicit sympathy and protection of the officers
of United States by holding up themselves as refugees
from political persecution. He is glad to find in you a
friend to truth in justice, and hopes you will be assured of
his regard for the samé of his love and desire of peace,
of his feelings towards the whites and his earnest desire
to see, before he dies the people and government of the
Cherokee Nation happy and prosperous. Hoping that the
present may prove acceptable, coming as it does from a
